Points are determined as
follows:

$1,000 for Boat Captains: $500.00, $300.00, and $200.00 will be
awarded to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place charter boat captain. This prize will
be awarded. All teams are eligible for this prize. Charter boat standings
will be determined on the same total points basis as are team standings.
